e A brief author/s bio and author’s mailing address should be included at the end of the article.

e  An honorarium certificate valued at $100 will be awarded to the lead authors of each elected article. The
certificate may be used to defray the cost of either a TASSP membership or conference registration to the
TASSP Summer Workshop or Fall Summit. Only one honorarium will be awarded per article. To qualify for
membership, the author must meet the qualifications for either the TASSP active membership or associate
membership.
