Academic Excellence Award for Students
The TASSP Academic Excellence Recognition Program was established to honor and recognize high school seniors who 
have demonstrated excellence in areas of academic achievement, test scores and writing skills. The program will recognize 
twenty graduating Texas seniors with an unrestricted scholarship of $500 and thirty finalists receive plaques by Jostens.

Teens Serving Texas Awards for Students
TASSP and its members recognize that students’ achievements often go beyond academic accomplishments. This program 
recognizes high school seniors who have demonstrated excellence in areas of community service, leadership and personal 
accomplishment through unique endeavors, obstacles overcome or special talents. The program will recognize five gradu-
ating Texas seniors with an unrestricted scholarship of $500 and twenty five finalists receive plaques by Jostens.

United States Senate Youth Application
The U.S. Senate Youth Program, established in 1962 by U.S. Senate Resolution, is a unique educational experience for out-
standing high school students interested in pursuing careers in public service. Two students from each state will be selected 
to attend the online program and each will receive a $10,000 undergraduate college scholarship. Interested students must 
be nominated by the high school principal and/or student council advisor.
